The "EGEA label" license can be only granted by EGEA to manufacturers whose products comply with this EGEA specification and all the directives listed herein, namely the EMC Directive 2004/108/EC, the LVD (Low Voltage Directive) 2006/95/EC.

Compliance to any of these directives has to be proven.

Compliance to the EGEA specification (functional performance, reliability, design issues, etc.) has to be checked and properly documented by the same Notified Body evaluating the conformity to PED (Pressure Equipment Directive) 97/23/EC; required tests can be performed at any location, either at the manufacturer's facility or at any other laboratory.

The report shall be signed by the Notified Body's delegate, and any change to the design of the unit (accessories etc such as a printer or color  or brand, are excluded), which may or may not affect its performance, has to be submitted to the Notified Body, which evaluates the need for further and/or additional tests.

Any review of the reports shall be submitted to EGEA for labeling permission renewal.
