Problem of load distribution on two post lifts 

· We gave a proposal to Mr Haase to be discuss in VG8 meeting in April 2012 in order to reach a RFU 
                The proposal was not approved in the presented form in VG8 meeting 
                Mr Haase is working on a new draft: we sent him further notes to help him to clarify our agreement in meeting in Berlin. 
                Mr Haase will present the new draft in next VG8 meeting (in June) 
                We think that we should schedule our next meeting after having received a conclusion from VG8 
                If some member is interested to be informed or to cooperate on this activity we could include in the mailing with mr Haase 
Manufactures test result about arm deflection rate 

· Question to Sweden for more info about reduction of lifting capacity 
                Eleonore: do we had any contact with Gilbert Fransson, Sweden or the Commission (Alexandra Jouir-Schroder)? 
· Inquiry to WG1 members related to reccomended NB 
We had some negative notes related to the legal poit of wiew 
The initiative was suspended to rediscuss in next WG1 meeting to better evaluate the legal side of the issue 
Test on arm locking device in UK 
- New items 
        - Lifts with several drives (ie: mobile column lifts): safety in particular operational mode (single post function) 
        - Lifts with several drives (ie: mobile column lifts): performance level (ISO 13849) of safety related parts (EN1493 paragraph 5.15) 
        - Potential conflict between EN1493 and Directive 2010/48 about the presence of persons on the lift during roadworthiness inspection procedure 

Since we think we should wait for VG8 report next meeting will be scheduled probably in end of June-early July
