1 Opening and welcome

The participants were welcomed by Philip Vogt and introduced themselves in a roll call.
Marco Le Brun offered to take the meeting notes.

Peter Rehberg took over the moderation of the meeting until a chairman was elected.
2 Approval of the agenda
The agenda was approved with the addition of presentations from Peter Rehberg, Georges Petelet and Antonio Multari to point 3.
The discussion on the objectives for the WG10 was postponed after the presentations from the participants.

3 Presentations
The presentation files are attached to the meeting minutes.

3.1 Presentation by Peter Rehberg on Asanetwork
Peter Rehberg gave an introduction with the history of Asanetwork and the benefits of a workshop network for the operators and customers. According of his experience, the cost for developing a new network standard is between €300k and €500k and requires at least two years of development.
3.2 Presentation by Marco Le Brun with proposals for an European Vehicle Test Equipment Network
Marco Le Brun presented a proposal from AICA for the goals and scope of WG10 and a list of suggested requirements.
3.3 Presentation by Georges Petelet on OTCLAN
Georges Petelet presented the French solution “OTCLAN secured” explaining the benefits of data security, test traceability and common database of test results.
3.4 Presentation by Antonio Multari on EGEAnetwork
Antonio Multari presented a concept for an “EGEAnetwork” to be developed by a non-profit association/organization starting from ASAnetwork to establish a new ISO standard.
4 Election of a WG10 Chairman
This agenda point was anticipated as some members had to leave before the end of the meeting.

Georges Petelet and Marco Le Brun gave their availability for the role. Each national delegation gave one vote. Marco Le Brun was elected chairman of WG10.
