2. Topics for discussion

Analysis of the reports of each association about the national brake tester homologation specification.   
The group looked at all of the figures from all country’s specifications and tried to find figures that suited all markets so could be put forward by EGEA as a common Euro specification, listed below are the results:
1) A third roller slip was suggested of 27 to 30 % using 1 sensor

2) Min axle load??
3) Max axle load??
4) Axle load acc

It was difficult to find common ground, so The ISO standards (ISO 21069 – 1:2004 and ISO 21069 – 2:20040) were shown by Klaus Burger, it was suggested that the group look at these standards before the next meeting. Perhaps these standards could form the backbone of a common EGEA standard for Europe.
Draft of the Italian specification proposal for HGV RBT.   

Klaus Burger commented on the paper, which has been put forward by the Italian government to introduce a new specification for the >3.5 tonne RBT, and suggested that all member states should reject the proposal as it would add unnecessary costs

The New Italian specification draft was then discussed, explained by ASA and AICA representatives and debated. It was suggested by ASA that the level of the specification would “add unnecessary costs to the RBT”.  
Klaus Burger has mainly highlighted the following points which look to him unacceptable:
“The call for self braking motors for example is unnecessary … the slip detection should switch off the motor and the vehicle brake will stop it from rotating. 
The 5 degree maximum vehicle slope rate 
The pedal force measurement is not acceptable
The minimum roller diameter 240 mm

The axle load 150000 N

The acquisition speed,... are not acceptable.”

As the other members present at the meeting (except Italian) had not knowledge about this document before the meeting, it was decided that each association has to meet its national administration, which should have been informed of this document, and come back to the next meeting with an advice on this Italian proposal.
